Article should be up to 20 000 characters with spaces (including a title, an abstract,
keywords and bibliography). Text editor: Microsoft Word; font Times New Roman, 12 pt,
1.5 line spaced, indentation 1.25 mm, without hyphenation, all margins of 20 mm.

Your article can be written in English, Mongolian or Russian.

An article title, an abstract and keywords should be also translated into English.

Reference in the text: [Petrov 2017: 35].

Bibliography in alphabetical order without numbering should be at the end of the article.

The editors reserve the right to select materials. Articles over 10 000 characters, off-topic
articles or not corresponding to the format requirements will not be accepted.
